How to Get a Double Portion

II Kings 2:9-10

How far do you want to go with God?

You can go as far with go as you want to go.

There were 4 times when Elisha could have stopped.

1. He could have stopped at Gilgal - the place of Memories (2:1)

2. He could have stopped at Bethel - the place of Manifestation (2:2)

3. He could have stopped at Jericho - the place of Miracles (2:4)

4. He could have stopped at Jordan - the place of the Mantle (2:6)

But he went all the way, he was determined to receive the blessing that he asked for.

So with this in mind, I want to preach on How to get a Double Portion

I. Don't be afraid to ask a hard thing - Don't Doubt

The Whisnants sing a song entitled "Is Anything To Hard For God"

The answer to that question is a resounding NO!!

There is no mountain that he cannot move,

there is no storm that he cannot still

there is no tragedy that he cannot turn to triumph
Nothing is impossible with God

A. Don't Doubt God's Ability

Heb 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.

B. Don't Doubt God's Abundance

Php 4:19 But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.

C. Don't Doubt God's Answer

Whatever God tells you, do it. I was seeking an answer to a problem, and I thought I haven't laid out a fleece on something in a long time, so I just asked the Lord, what kind of fleece can I lay out. The Holy Spirit very clearly said "what do you need a fleece for? Aren't you his sheep, don't the sheep know his voice?"

So don't doubt God's ability, don't doubt God's abundance and when it comes, don't doubt God's answer

Not only don't be afraid to ask a hard thing, don't doubt, but secondly,

II. Don't leave the Man of God - Don't Desert

I mentioned in the introduction, Elisha had 4 opportunities to turn back

1. He could have stopped at Gilgal - the place of Memories (2:1)

2. He could have stopped at Bethel - the place of Manifestation (2:2)

3. He could have stopped at Jericho - the place of Miracles (2:4)

4. He could have stopped at Jordan - the place of the Mantle (2:6)

Proverbs 27:8 As a bird that wandereth from her nest, so is a man that wandereth from his place.

It is not your choice of the place of worship or work, it is his. Where does he want you.

This is going to take

A. Fight

B. Faith

C. Forgiveness

(on your part as well as the Man of God)

He's like a Doctor, there may be times that 

his method may hurt you, but remember 

his motive is always to help you. 

Don't be afraid to ask a hard thing, don't doubt,

Don't leave the Man of God, don’t desert,

But lastly

III. Don't hesitate when God puts his hand on you - Don't Delay

13  He took up also the mantle of Elijah that fell from him, and went back, and stood by the bank of Jordan;   14 And he took the mantle of Elijah that fell from him, and smote the waters, and said, Where is the LORD God of Elijah? and when he also had smitten the waters, they parted hither and thither: and Elisha went over.

When the mantle of the Man of God fell, Elisha took it up and immediately, he put it to use. He said where is the LORD God of Elijah?

He did not take up that mantle as a sacred relish to be worshipped,

but he took it is a significant garment to be worn.

When God puts his hand on you, get busy. Don't wait until you get to the field where you are going to serve, go to work immediately.
