I. He Saw the Wages of Sin was Death

Romans 6:23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

In This verse there is

A. A Payment (the wages of sin)

B. A Present (the gift of God)

C. A Person (Jesus Christ our Lord)

He not only saw that the wages of sin was death,

II. He Saw the Way that Seemed Right was Wrong

Twice, the Bible says

Proverbs 14:12  There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death.

Proverbs 16:25  There is a way that seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death.

Three Things in this verse

A. A Definite Path (there is a Way)

B. A Deceptive Path (seemeth right)

C. A Deadly Path (the end thereof are the ways of death)
